Ave. and Ridgecrest Drive. The new line will continue
TUNNEL South across Ridgecrest on Parkland and end at
KATHRYN AV Pershing. This is being done prior to the installation of a 42”
diameter pipeline in the area. Crews will first dig a small
trench on the side of Hermosa, then will install the line,
connect the line to area residences, then cover the area with
a temporary patch. If water shut-offs are necessary while crews are working on a block, homeowners
and/or business owners will be notified in advance. ACCESS WILL BE MAINTAINED TO ALL LOCAL
RESIDENCES AND HERMOSA WILL REMAIN OPEN. However traffic may be restricted somewhat in the direct
area where crews are working. This activity is expected to last 4-6 weeks, through early to mid January 2008.
Work hours will be 7 a.m.-5 p.m. Monday-Friday and 8 a.m.-5 p.m. Saturdays, although crews may occasionally
work longer hours if needed.
