School Road will be completely closed at San Pedro so that crews can install a 42” water pipeline 
across the intersection.  One lane will be open in each direction on San Pedro, but motorists wishing to 
travel eastbound on Indian School/Taylor (first block north of I-40 on San Pedro) are encouraged to use 
Uptown Boulevard as an alternate route.  
 
Crews will work as many hours 
as possible to minimize the inconvenience to local businesses.
